Spinners

Children can design their own spinners to meet the needs of their particular project.

1. 
Draw a center point.

2.
Draw a line segment from the center point forming the desired central angles.

3.
Color, number or otherwise label each central angle.

4.
Place a paper clip so the center point shows inside the clip.

5.
Put a pencil tip on the central angle. Hold the pencil vertically and use your other hand to spin the paper clip. 

6.
There is almost never a “liner” because students can decide in which area they see most of the clip.








Areas created for spinners may be  numbered or colored depending on what is desired. If you or the student desire a circle spinner area, a soft margarine lid with a hole in the center makes a good template that is easy for the child to trace and add line segments using a ruler.
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
